CJL Mat Rental Procedure

The Colorado Judo league has purchased two competition mat surfaces for use at CJL

events.  These mats are available for use by CJL member clubs at a nominal charge. 

Outlined below are the procedures that CJL clubs should follow to reserve the mats for

their events.

The two 8-m by 8m competition areas are comprised of 182 tatamis (154 green and 28

red).  The typical mat layout is shown in the attached illustration. The mats are stored in

two containers provided by Great Crates Storage (one container measures 15 ft by 8 ft by

8 ft and the other measures 5 ft by 8 ft by 8 ft).  These containers will be delivered by Great

Crates to the venue and picked up and returned to the Great Crates storage facility  at the

conclusion of the event.  This minimizes the amount of mat handling that clubs must

undertake to stage an event.  Great Crates is CJL’s partner in this process and has

provided this storage solution to CJL at less than half the going rates.  In return, CJL and

its member clubs will provide appropriate promotional opportunities for the firm at its events

(hanging a Great Crates banner and including an ad in event programs and brochures).

Rich Mignogna will be the liaison with Great Crates and member clubs should contact him

to arrange for delivery of the mats.  Please do this as soon as you have confirmed the

dates for your event (at least two weeks prior to the event to ensure that the storage firm

can schedule the delivery when requested).  Important: It is up to the event organizers to

confirm a suitable location for the storage containers to be dropped off at the venue.  The

organizers must also contact Rich to obtain the keys to the locks on the containers.  CJL

will charge renters a nominal fee of $250 for a weekend use of the mats.  An additional $50

per day will be charged for longer events.   (The rental fee includes the Great Crates

discounted  delivery and pick up charges of $25 (each way) within metro Denver and $100

(each way) elsewhere within the I25 corridor from Fort Collins to Pueblo.)

At the end of this document is a mat rental reservation form and hold harmless agreement.

These forms should be completed and returned to Rich Mignogna at the earliest

opportunity.  A second copy should be sent to the CJL Treasurer in advance with the

required fee.  Only when this fee is received will the delivery reservation be scheduled with

Great Crates.

Important: To maintain the optimal condition of our asset, and to help mitigate the spread

of fungal and bacterial contamination known to frequent grappling environments, users will

be required to wet mop and disinfect the mats at least once while in their possession.

Disinfecting with a diluted bleach or other disinfecting solution should ideally be done both

before and after use (allowing the mats to dry properly before returning to the storage

container) but must be done at least during this period.

The Lessee further agrees to assume all liability for the care of the mats while in its

possession and to repair, replace, and/or reimburse the Colorado Judo League for any loss

or damage, other than for normal wear and tear, that may occur during the period that the

mats are in its possession.  Said care of the mats includes wet mopping and disinfecting

at least once while in its possession (preferably after use).
